Winter Averaging

The City of Roanoke uses a method
called "winter averaging" to determine
maximum sewer charges for the
upcoming year. It calculates an average
of water consumption during December,
January, and February (generally the
lowest consumption months) to reflect
the amount of water that goes into the
sanitary system from your property.

How can you reduce sewer charges?

Reducing overall water use during the

winter averaging period is essential in

cutting your charges for the coming

year. You can do so by:

e turning off irrigation (your grass is
dormant)

e consider replacing toilets, shower
heads, etc to new efficient models

e don't drain and fill swimming pools
during winter averaging (if possible)

Utility Rate Adjustment

As reminder, new sewer rates will begin
on January 1st. NewGen Strategies,
consultants, recommended this change
after a thorough consultation.

While the rate change will vary
according to customer usage, the
average customer using 5,000 gallons
of water per month can expect to see
an increase of about $16. The change is
needed due to increases in pass-
through rates from Trinity River
Authority and Fort Worth wholesale
water.
